PRESIDENT OBAMA'S "GREAT OUTDOOR INITIATIVE" and YOU

Anyone remember the Presidential Memorandum — “America’s Great Outdoors”, addressed to the Secretary of
the Interior, The Secretary of Agriculture, The Administrator of the Environmental Protection Agency, and
The Chair of the Council on Environmental Quality? No!

Anyone recall all the hype on the news networks about America's epidemic of obese kids and general population?
Okay, this "Great Outdoor Initiative” starting to ring a bell? What does this have to do with you and your
horse? More than you can probably know!

While in a meeting with the Mark Twain National Forest Service (MTNF) concerning trail classifications the
subject of the Great Outdoor Initiative came up concerning future access to trails. We learned that this initia-
tive has changed all national forests, including MTNF, mission concerning trails (remember that MTNF answers
to the Department of Agriculture). The mandate coming down from the top is that MTNF is no longer charged
with maintaining trails. It is the obligation of trail user volunteers to maintain the trails they use. This is
President Obama's answer to reconnecting the public to the outdoors and getting them off the couch. Again,
you are asking yourself what has this to do with you and your horse. You aren't on the couch. You are connected
to the outdoors. That is one reason why we ride! Here is the connection!

If the public (volunteers) do not show up and take care of (maintain) the trail that they are to be reconnected
to and love so much, what happens then? Trails would likely be CLOSED! 1 hape you are seeing the big picture
here. If we as horseback riders do not take the responsibility to maintain our current designated horse trails
to the standards required by MTNF, we are in jeopardy of losing them. No other volunteer user group is going
to take care of horse trails—in fact, many would like to see horse trails eliminated from the trail system. What
it boils down to is that keeping our horse trails is our responsibility. Every equestrian, not just trail riders,
should be concerned about this. Every equestrian should become a part of the only organization in the state
whose purpose is fighting the fight for equestrian access to trails.

SMMBCH is working closely with MTNF's Recreation Manager, Nancy Feakes, to be made aware of the trails
that need work. To be effective and pro-active, SMMBCH Chapters are needed in all of the MTNF's Ranger
Districts and need to become acquainted with the trails and with the local rangers. We need to monitor these
current trails and help keep them in good riding condition. 1f we as trail riders do not step up and protect
access to our trails, we are in jeopardy of losing them.

HorseFest 2011 was held March 11-13" at the Ozark Empire Fairgrounds in Springfield. SMMBCH again par-
ticipated by having an educational booth. There was a good crowd of horse enthusiasts this year and many in-
teresting seminars and events.

UPDATE ROGER PRYOR
WILDERNESS HORSE TRAIL

Progress for creating a horse trail through the Roger
Pryor Wilderness Area owned by the L-A-D Foundation is
continuing. As all are more than aware, this year's spring
weather has not been favorable for much progress to be
made on the ground level. However, work has continued
on the planning phase for the horse trail. A formal writ-
ten proposal has been sent to the L-A-D Foundation for
their approval. L-A-D and the Department of Natural
Resources must approve each phase of the project be-
fore starting a new phase. The written proposal submit-
ted a tentative continuous trail starting at the northern
end of Blair Creek Section of the Ozark Trail (OT), split-
ting off the OT for a separate horse trail once entering
the Roger Pryor Wilderness area and ending at Owl's
Bend on the south end. More exploratory events will be
scheduled in the future, before any final trail route is
selected. Progress sometimes is slow, but all is moving
ahead.
