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SMMBCH Forces Unite
for Successful Ozark National Scenic Riverways
Clean- Up Weekend

The weather was never better for the Ozark National Sce-
nic Riverways (ONSR) Clean-Up Ride, where dedicated vol-
unteers kicked off the official 2010 work season. The
agreeable spring weekend encouraged 58 workers to par-
ticipate in the 8" annual ONSR Clean-Up of the Upper Cur-
rent River, head-quartered at Big Creek Trail Ride on April
10. Members met Friday evening in the dining hall to or-
ganize for battle, in the spirit of the Civil War; plans and
strategies for the work day on Saturday were drawn up.
Several teams, mounted on trusty steeds, armed with
grabbers, loppers, and clippers, rode out at 9 AM to main-
tain their assigned sections of the trails. This consisted of
trash pick-up, trimming, and general maintenance.

Brett Howell commandeered his specialized troop and set
out to the site of the cabin in the woods. Those skilled
reinforcements left the chargers in the barns, but instead
were armed with power tools and heavy equipment. This
unit constructed a pavilion near the old cabin, to be en-
joyed by all trail users who take a break there.

When the trail warriors retreated on Saturday, a meeting
was planned at the mess hall, following dinner. They were
guided by their illustrious leaders, Union General Sonny

Megown and General Paul Patton leading the South. After
several more fun skirmishes, involving several “war games”

between the Generals and their troops, a truce was finally

agreed upon. Camaraderie between volunteers from all
parts of the state became common; several were even
spotted saddling up and leisurely riding out of camp to-
gether the next day.

As a result of the generous volunteerism of SMMBCH
troops during the ONSR Clean-Up Weekend, credit
amounted to 257 work hours, 253 hours travel time, 245
personal vehicle miles, 8052 stock hauling miles, and 44
head of stock used. In addition to supporting public land
managers, the weekend made it possible for equestrians
and other users to enjoy clean, maintained trails and a new
pavilion. Until the battle lines are drawn for 2011, thanks,
trail warriors, for work well done.
